We are very lucky to have additional adults working across the year group this year:  Mrs Powell (HLTA)Mrs Wilcocks (LSA), Ms Whitlock (LSA), Miss Clifton (LSA) and Miss Quinney (Apprentice LSA).

Starting school is a new experience for many and we are happy to discuss any questions or queries you may have in person or via Tapestry, so please ensure you set up your Tapestry account by activating the account when you receive the email.  We also do weekly updates to keep you up to date with what your child has learnt throughout the week and inform you of key events happening in class for the week ahead.  If you have any problems logging on please speak to your child’s class teacher.

Beginning and end of the day routine: The school day for Foundation Stage begins at 8.40am (gate opens at 8.30am) and ends at 3.10pm. Please collect your child from outside their classroom in the Foundation Stage outdoor area. 

PLEASE NOTE: THE PART TIME SESSIONS ARE: 
MORNING CHILDREN 8:40-11:30am 
AFTERNOON CHILDREN 12:30-3.10pm. 

The FS gate will be open ready for your child to come in and settle in their class. Please bring your child to the classroom door at the beginning of the day where they will be met by their Class Teacher and LSA. Please let your child come into the classroom on their own, to minimise the number of adults in the classroom. Can we remind you that the Foundation Stage outside area is set up ready for your child’s learning for the day, so can we ask parents and carers to ensure that children and any younger siblings are kept away from the equipment and resources to help us in keeping our area safe and tidy. 

Lunchboxes: Please make sure that your child’s lunchbox does not contain any foods with nuts as we have children in school with severe nut allergies. Lunchboxes and drinks need to be named.  Your child will need to bring a named water bottle to school everyday, we can re-fill these with water if needed.
  
P.E: Our PE day is a Thursday.  We ask all children to come to school dressed in their PE kit every Thursday.  If weather is warm they can wear black shorts, coloured Hampton PE t-shirt and trainers, and during the colder weather black joggers/leggings, coloured Hampton t-shirt, school jumper and trainers.  Please remember to bring a jacket or coat everyday.  Every Thursday morning the FS teachers will be out of class for planning.  The children will have ICT, P.E. and Music and movement during this time.
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Foundation Stage learning: This term we will be concentrating on getting to know your children, establishing routines and rules in class and making friends within class and across the year group. The children will spend a lot of time together and will have lots of fun settling into school life.  Our topic is ‘All About Me!’  We will also begin to introduce letter sounds and notice different amounts of objects.

Tapestry: Please activate your Tapestry account and let us know if you do not receive an activation email.  If you have children who have recently had a Tapestry account, your child will be added to their account.  We will aim to upload evidence of your child’s learning at school regularly and post reminders and updates.  You can also upload evidence of things they do at home which we love to see and share as a class.  

Reading:  Home reading books will be changed on a Tuesday and Friday. Please ensure that you share these books with your child and sign the reading record.  Reading with your child at home every day in addition to the reading we do at school develops your child’s confidence and we love to celebrate this in school. 

Scooters and bikes: If your child travels to school by scooter or bike please can we ask that they are either stored in the scooter/bike station inside the Foundation Stage gate or they are taken home. We cannot store bikes and scooters in our sheds during the school day. 

General Reminders:  
· Please make sure that all items of school uniform are named (even shoes!). This helps us to return them to the rightful owner. 
· Please can you provide spare underwear and socks in a bag to leave on your child’s peg in their classroom, just in case they have any accidents. 
· Please do not bring home toys to school. More often than not, these get lost and cause upset. 
· Please bring in a family photograph for your child’s coat peg.
· All children will have a water bottle and sun hat provided by our PTA to keep in class.
· Please do not let your child wear jewellery to school and only wear stud earrings (these need to be covered with micropore tape or taken out on PE days).
· Please can all children bring their book bag and reading books to school every day.
