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Dear Parents and Carers

We hope you all managed to have a wonderful Christmas and we wish you a very Happy New Year. We would like to thank all of you for the amazing support and kindness you have shown during the first two terms of your child’s schooling – it really is appreciated. We are so pleased to be able to welcome the children back to school; we have been very impressed with how well the children managed their first two terms at school.  As always, we are happy to discuss any questions or queries you may have, so please contact us, either by making an appointment through the School Office, speaking to us at the end of the day or using the contact form at the bottom of our class page on the school website. 

Learning this term: Our topic this term is ‘Amazing Animals!’.  We will be learning about pets, wild animals, farm animals and animals that live in the Polar Regions.  We will be using some lovely texts such as 'Six Dinner Sid', 'Mog the Forgetful Cat', 'Farmer Duck', 'Elmer' and 'Lost and Found'.  We will introduce the children to non-fiction texts about animals.  We will use this topic to find out about animal habitats, what they eat, what they look like and their similarities and differences.  This topic lends itself to lots of art activities using different media and materials.  We are also excited to have a visit from a local vet. In phonics we will be teaching the children level 3 sounds and tricky words and then reading and writing captions containing these sounds.  In literacy the children will be beginning to write a simple sentence and talk about characters and settings in more detail.  In maths we will explore mass, capacity, length, height and time.  We will teach numbers to 8.  The children will learn to recognise these numbers, write them, be able to say 1 more or one less and know the composition of these larger numbers.  We end our term looking at the celebration Chinese New Year.

Uniform: Please ensure your child’s uniform and PE kit is clearly named.  Can you also provide your child with gloves and a hat to keep them warm when they are playing outside. It would be really helpful if you could encourage your child to practise zipping up their own coat. This will help in developing their independence as they move through the year. Our PE day will continue to be a Thursday, so children can continue to wear their PE kit to school on this day.
